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Electric Industry News

A Survey of Media Articles

Merger has been announced between
Progress Energy and Duke Energy that will
reportedly result in the largest electric
utility in the US, based on the number of
retail customers.

As most know, there have been a
number of severe winter storms this year.
In Texas, multiple storms have left them
with 4-6 inches of snow and, within the
last 2 weeks, Texans were subjected to
rolling blackouts. The electric load was so
high that Mexico’s Federal Electricity
Commission has provided 300 MW of
power to enable Texans to heat their
homes,

America’s wind industry built over
5,100 MW of wind pewer in 2010, down
from nearly twice that amount in 2009,
Over 5,600 MW was under construction as
2011 began.

Duke Energy has entered into an
agreement with the China -based ENN
Group to build clean energy transportation

and electrical systems for China’s first
smart-energy "eco-city.”

This effort is intended to develop
the city as a test platform for new energy
systems, including electric vehicle
infrastructure,

The Alaskan settlement of Galena
has accepted an offer from Toshiba to install
one of the company’s first new mini-
nuclear reactors. The units are sometimes
referred to as ‘nuclear batteries’ and the
unit will not need refueling, maintenance
or even to be opened for 3 decades.
Another company has a unit ready to
market with a 60 year life that can be
located underground. A third company,
Hyperion Power Generation, Inc., is
developing 3 unit the size of a hot tub.
They are about 5 years from market with
their unit but reportediy already have
orders for 120 units. Prices are expected to
be $35-50 million, Toshiba's unit has
already been submitted to the NRC for
licensing.

Alternative Energy News

Germany has revised its Renewable
Energy Sources Act (RESA) for 2012, The RESA
sets a minimum renewable requirement of
35% by 2020. 50% by 2030, 65% by
2040, and 80% by 2050. The RESA
addresses energy from both en-shore &
off-shore wind generation, as well as
from biomass, geothermal, and solar
sources. The German government act was

finalized in the wake of the Fukishima,
Japan nuclear accident and 2 30 year
debate in Germany about their use of
nuclear energy in general

(522 million) and the US Dept. of Energy.
The market for energy storage systems is
considered to be vast and just now
developing due to the combination of
need, alternative energy sources &
technological improvements. Xtreme Power
is also active in 2 storage systems in
Hawaii and a 750 kW system for a solar
facility in Michigan.

Alternative energy projects are
appearing everywhere It seems, but in no
more surprising places than in the Middle
East. Solar plants are being built to
provide

100 gigawatts of power in Jordan,
Morocco, Tunisia, Egypt and Algeria. Wind
farms are also being built in Egypt in the
Suez Canal area, Part of the energy Is
planned to be provided to Europe by way
of a transmission line under the
Mediterranean Sea.

Even Saudi Arabia has announced
that it intends to generate power from
solar energy to equal its oil export
generating capacity. Middle Eastern
governments say they have recognized that
their resources are finite and they are
beginning to plan for their future.

Environmental Issues

According to a survey of utility
industry executives by Black & Veatch,
water has emerged as their top concern.
It's an obvious issue for hydro plants, but
nuclear units must also have adequate
water for proper cooling to produce power,
and even solar panels located in the
desert must be washed to remain
efficient, The respondents also expressed
concern over new government regulations
reducing the number of fish killed at
water intakes for power plants,

Water is also an impartant
component of the process of hydro-
fracking used in both the gas and the oil
Industries. And based on the variety of
opinions and information available in the
media, it Is an environmental unknown at

this time in relation to groundwater issues,
TransCanada is planning a 1,700 mile
pipeline to transport product from the oil
sands in Alberta to the Gulf of Mexico
through the US. The 1,000 page
